1. Call to Order:  
At 10:00 a.m. on July 10th, 2024, the meeting of the Advisory Council for the Division of 
Industrial Relations (DIR) was called to order by Chairman Robert Benner. Roll Call was taken 
by Marisa Santizo.  
 
Maureen Ostby, Jeff Seavey, Susan Martinez, Vincent Saavedra, and Ian Langtry attended via 
Webex. Robert Benner attended in person at the Carson City Office. It was determined a quorum 
was present. 
 
DIR staff present at the Las Vegas Office were Victoria Carreon, Jodi McCollins, William 
Gardner, Stephen Rodgers, Christopher Eccles, Brennan Paterson, and Marisa Santizo. Jodie 
Tonkin attended via the Carson City Office while Rodney Neils attended the meeting virtually 
from the Elko Office. Deputy Attorney General Mike Detmer attended via WebEx. 
 

2. Public Comment on items to which action may be taken -

3. Approval of Meeting Minutes of Previous Meeting – April 2nd, 2024 

Motion to approve from Vicent Saavedra and was seconded by Ian Langtry. The motion was 
approved unanimously.  

4. Division of Industrial Relations Activity Update 
a. Administrator’s Update – Victoria Carreon 

Administrator Carreon started the session with updates on some of the major 
accomplishments in fiscal year 2024 including creating strategic and action plans for 
fiscal years 2025-2027. Goals for fiscal year 2025 including completing implementation 
of legislation and initiatives funded in FY 2024.  
 

b. Deputy Administrator’s Update – Jodie Tonkin 
Deputy Administrator Tonkin followed suit by providing an update on some major 
accomplishments of FY24, including reporting that all the new positions provided from 
the 2023 legislative session have been filled. Goals for FY 2025 include obtaining 
funding for a software solution for OSHA and MCS. 
 

c. Mechanical Compliance Section-MCS – Brennan Peterson 
Chief Administrative Officer, Brennan Peterson provided information on major 
accomplishments for FY 2024, including the complete transition to paperless inspections. 
Goals for FY 2025 include the development of an electronic payment system, as 
mentioned previously by Deputy Administrator Tonkin. Additionally, CAO Peterson 
reported a new hire, Francis Onate, who came to DIR through the ‘Skill Bridge’ program 
through the US Department of Defense.

d. Mine Safety and Training Section- MSATS – Rodney Neils 
Chief Administrative Officer, Rodney Neils, provided MSATS major accomplishments 
for FY 2024, which included completing 6,400 consultations/technical assistance 
requests. This surpassed the goal of 3,600. Goals for FY 2025 include reducing 
workplace injuries, illnesses, and fatalities. 
 

e. Occupational Safety and Health Administration-OSHA – William Gardner 
Chief Administrative Officer, William Gardner, provided OSHA’s major 
accomplishments for FY 2024, which included increases in inspections and removing 
employees from hazards. Goals for FY 2025 included increasing efficiency and 
operational support. CAO Gardner also reviewed the Heat Illness Regulation, LCB R131-
24. 
 

f. Safety Consultation and Training Section-SCATS – Stephen Rodgers 

Program Coordinator for SCATS, Stephen Rodgers, provided the major accomplishments 
for FY 2024, Outreach Events, and goals for FY 2025. Some of the highlights included 
nine new businesses entering the Pre-SHARP/SHARP or VPP and several successful 
events that SCATS attended. 

g. Workers’ Compensation Sections-WCS – Jodi McCollins 
Chief Administrative Office, Jodi McCollins, provided WCS’s major accomplishments 
for FY 2024 and the goals for FY 2025. A few notable mentions include an increase in 
cancellation investigations and the continuing efforts to improve unit processes.  
 

5. Regulations Update – Christopher Eccles, Senior Division Counsel 
a. Executive Order 2023-008 – Mr. Eccles reviewed the below two regulations per the 

governor’s executive order requiring agencies to eliminate obsolete regulations into 
streamline regulations.  

i. R025-23A: This was stamped into law effective June 20th, 2024.  
ii. R026-23P1: A workshop was conducted on July 2nd, 2024, with the next steps 

being the creation of an adoption hearing. 
b. Regulation implementing legislation 

i. R076-23RP1: The workshop for this regulation was May 23rd, 2024, which 
presented some feedback that may result in the revision of the draft before being 
sent to the LCB.  

c. R131-24I – Heat Illness: The draft was created on June 17th, 2024, and the division is 
pending the response from LCB.  
 
 

6. OSHA quarterly complaint reports for January-March 2024 
CAO Gardner was available for any questions pertaining to this report. Seeing/Hearing no 
questions, the chairman moved to the next report. 
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7. OSHA quarterly on violations for January-March 2024

Item 5: Regulations Update- Nevada Proposed Heat Regulation
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• Heat must be addressed in Written Safety Program required by NRS 618.383
• Program must include

• Provision of potable water
• Provision of rest breaks when an employee exhibits signs or symptoms of 

heat illness
• Provision of means of cooling
• Monitoring by a person designated by the employer of working conditions 

that could create occupational exposure to heat illness
• Identification and mitigation of work processes which may generate 

additional heat or humidity 
• Training
• Procedures for responding to an emergency



Item 5: Regulations Update- Nevada Proposed Heat Regulation
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• Training Must Include
• How to recognize the hazards of heat illness
• Procedures to be followed to minimize the hazards of heat illness

• Emergency Procedures
• Employers must designate an individual who will contact emergency services 

if an employee is experiencing signs of heat illness
• Exemption for Climate Controlled Environments

• If climate control system becomes nonfunctional or ineffective, employer 
must make good faith effort to establish an effective climate control system 
as soon as practicable

• Until the climate control system is rendered effective, the employer must 
implement measures to address the hazard 



Item 5: Regulations Update- Federal Heat Regulation
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• Federal OSHA is in the Proposed Rule stage
• Notice of Proposed Rulemaking published August 30, 2024
• Comments due December 30, 2024

• If a Federal regulation is adopted, Nevada OSHA must:
• Adopt the Federal standard within 60 days OR
• Put an alternative standard into place within 60 days that it is 

“at least as effective” as the Federal standard

WBGT

• High heat trigger at heat index of 90 degrees Fahrenheit
• Acclimatization
• Emergency Procedures

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• Requirements at heat index of 80 degrees
• Ensure workers have readily accessible, cool drinking water (at least 1 quart 

per hour)
• Allow paid rest breaks if needed
• At outdoor work sites, provide one or more readily accessible break areas 

with shade OR air-conditioning if in an enclosed space, like a trailer, vehicle 
or structure

• At indoor work sites, provide one or more readily accessible break areas with 
air-conditioning OR increased air movement and, if appropriate, de-
humidification

• Implement an acclimatization plan for the first week of work for new and 
returning employees

• Communicate regularly with employees



Item 5: Regulations Update- Federal Heat Regulation

16DIR  Adv i sor y  Counc i l  Meet ing 11 /2 1/2024

• Requirements at heat index of 90 degrees
• Provide paid rest breaks – a minimum of 15 minutes every two hours (a meal 

break – whether paid or unpaid – may also serve as a rest break)
• Set up an observation system to check employees for the signs and 

symptoms of heat-related illnesses
• Maintain effective two-way communication with employees who are alone at 

a work site at least every 2 hours
• Provide a heat hazard alert to employees on the importance of drinking 

water, taking rest breaks and following lifesaving emergency procedures

Loper Bright (2024) – Chevron is “fundamentally misguided” 
and “unworkable”; restore traditional understanding of 
judicial function 

Chevron is overruled (1984) – Giving deference / 
considerable weight to agency’s interpretation if based on a 
“permissible construction” of a statute, two-tier analysis

Back to Skidmore (1944) – Can the agency’s interpretation 
persuade? Did the agency consider the matter at issue in a 
detailed and reasoned fashion?  
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• Skidmore (1944)
• Thoroughness of agency’s consideration 
• Validity of agency’s reasoning 
• Consistency with earlier determinations
• Useful for courts to seek aid from the agency’s interpretations because the 

agency is responsible for implementing statutes within its jurisdiction 
• Equals power to persuade, provide guidance 

Item 8: Impact of U.S. Supreme Court decision in Loper Bright 
Enterprises et al. v. Raimondo, Secretary of Commerce, et al. (Chris 
Eccles)
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• Loper Bright (2024)
• Taking back power in APA to decide all relevant questions of law and 

interpret statutes, i.e., “change in interpretive methodology”:
• Exercise independent judgment in determining the meaning of statutes
• Emphasis on independently interpreting statutes to effectuate the will of 

congress / legislature
• No more deference to agency if agency had offered “a permissible 

construction of the statute” 
• Agency’s interpretation does not bind a court
• Courts have power to authoritatively interpret statutes / courts can 

handle highly technical statutory questions 
• Courts may not defer to an agency’s interpretation of law simply because 

a statute is ambiguous

Located at the Service Parts storage racking area, one racking system with stored material was observed with a damaged
upright column post, exposing employees to the recognized hazard of being struck by or crushed should there be a
catastrophic failure of the racking system.
